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Atomic Cocktail Radio Show Salutes Dylan’s Birthday May 23 with Fourth

Program’s Latest Trek Down Simulation Row 
How does it feel—to want to grab some of the reflected glory of The Poet of Our Times? To cue the ghost of electricity, Koop up the keyboard and overload the lyric circuits?  Hundreds of would-be Dylans have answered that question, and the music of more than a dozen of them will be heard Thursday, May 23, from 5 to 6 p.m. PDT at www.luxuriamusic.com as the popular Atomic Cocktail program celebrates Bob Dylan’s 72nd birthday (5/24/41).
Show host Vic Tripp presides over the show’s fourth annual It Ain’t Him, Babe special, which this year will feature contributions from a wide variety of performers who were inspired by Dylan enough to want to actively mimic his signature sound. Returning performers include Mouse & the Traps, David Blue and Ron Wood, who’ll be represented by previously unplayed tracks. They’ll be joined by newcomers the Toads (http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=S2-LodtCh60), the Blue Things (http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=I0etz4KwZ1s ), , Elliot Murphy, Billy Batson, Five’s Company and others, as well as the man Tripp calls “the world’s best fake Dylan”: the late singer-songwriter Dick Campbell (http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=Hodnd1XPoEw&list=PL5GaUY43-46dGww0O0HMVniP-BAeinoat ).

 Atomic Cocktail producer Gene Sculatti (who’s never been photographed with host Tripp) explains that, after 20l0’s inaugural It Ain’t Him, Babe, follow-up specials were “a natural, and fun to assemble. There’s enough material to do this for several years to come. And it’s in line with what Atomic Cocktail has been doing for five-plus years now:  affectionately salute Sixties Top 40. The program is light-hearted, but hopefully it’s informative too. In an hour you’ll get a pretty good idea of how pervasive Dylan’s impact has been and the often weird lengths others have gone to to try and recreate his magic.” Folks who miss the live broadcast can catch the podcast a day later at www.luxuriamusic.com/podcasts.
Previous Atomic Cocktail specials have included the We Got the Beats beatnik spectacular, The Light Show (celebrating Edison’s invention) and The Tea Par-tay salute to right-wing rock. Sculatti, a pop-culture observer whose books include The Catalog of Cool, Too Cool and San Francisco Nights: The Psychedelic Music Trip, has been a Billboard editor and a contributor to USA Today, Rolling Stone and the Los Angeles Times.
